3 Stone Diamond Jewelry Designs
As with any piece of diamond jewelry, be it a ring or pendant, it is really about the diamond, not the design or style.  The setting and shape must blend with it, highlight it and never outshine it

Diamond Shapes

The shape of a diamond is a matter of personal preference.  Some popular diamond shapes are:

· brilliant round

· oval – perfectly symmetrical elongated shape

· marquise – elongated with points at each end

· pear shaped – shaped most like a sparkling teardrop

· princess – square or rectangular cut with numerous brilliant facets

· heart shaped – pear shaped diamond with a cleft at the top

· emerald – a step cut usually rectangular

· radiant – resembles a square or rectangle with the corners cut off

Still, there are some helpful factors to consider before choosing a shape.  The most popular diamond shape is the round brilliant.  For rings, brilliant round or princess shape diamonds would flatter a small, delicate hand.  Conversely, a marquise, pear or oval shape diamond would look good in long, slender fingers.  Round cut diamond stud earrings are a favorite with women.  The princess cut comes second.  Long diamond drop earrings are today’s hottest choice.  Delicate diamond pendants are hits.  Diamond pendants on bare shoulders are, indeed, head turners.

Diamond Settings

The setting for a diamond also plays an important role in how  it looks in the hand, neck, wrist or ears.  The setting is the stage where the diamonds sit.  This is how the diamond is presented to all and sundry.  Diamonds come in varied types of settings, each displaying the diamonds in certain ways. 
· Prong – most popular setting.  It is a narrow piece of metal that folds over the edge of the diamond to secure it.  Prong setting holds the diamonds higher to let light pass through directly without any intrusion.
· channel – small stones are set in a row between two metal walls with no in-between metals.  They are frequently used in engagement rings or as side accents to a center stone.

· bar – metal bars hold the loose diamonds in a channel-like setting

· bezel – metal is formed to fit the diamond securing it into place

· pare – tiny round stones are embedded closely together and the only metal visible is what holds the stones in place

The setting must highlight the beauty of the diamonds.  Settings are arrived at with a particular shape of stone in mind.  It pays to try different diamond settings before deciding which one fits best.
