A well-known French mineralogist once wrote, “Gems are the flowers of the mineral kingdom.”  A wide spectrum of colorful and gorgeous gemstones abound.

A gemstone may be a mineral, a rock or an organic material converted to stone that when cut and polished can be used as jewelry.

Traditionally, gemstones were grouped into precious stones and semi-precious stones.  Only four types of gemstones were considered precious, the Big Four (rubies, emeralds, sapphires and diamonds).  Semi-precious stones by far make up the biggest percentage of all gemstones.  Nowadays, all gems are considered “precious” although the four original precious stones are usually the most expensive.  Some stones of organic origin like amber (fossilized tree resin) and pearls and corals are considered as gemstones, too.
The value of a gemstone is based on its beauty and perfection.  Hence, appearance is a prime concern.  If a gemstone is scratched or crushed, it loses its worth instantly.  What makes a gemstone beautiful is its color, optical reflection within the stone, interesting imperfections, rarity and sometimes its shape and durability.

Gemstones have long been used as embellishment for jewelry.  Added to this, gems were regarded by different cultures as miraculous and endowed with healing powers.  Diamonds for one were thought to give its wearer strength and protection against ghosts.  A ruby would assure its owner of more land.  A ruby is known as the gem of passion, the King of Gems.  Rubies are treasured for their vivid red color and “fire”.  The most famous rubies come from Burma.  The emerald epitomizes youth, rebirth and springtime.  Sapphires have been cherished for their intense rich blue color.  Garnet is a symbol of friendship and loyalty.  It occurs in a wide range of colors from bright pink to spirited greens.  Topaz is the everlasting symbol of love, affection and fidelity. Topaz may be light sky-blue to deep blue with shades of green.  A woman’s jewelry box is never complete with out the pearls.  Pearls evoke timeless elegance.  Other known gemstones are aquamarine, jade, opal, agate, onyx, zircon, tourmaline and a host of others

· The golden glow of the citrine (yellow to brown variety of gemstone) ring will bring light-hearted pleasure.  in the center is the emerald cut citrine.  Diamond accents bring out the golden glow. It is set in yellow gold.

· This white gold ring features a round brilliant tanzanite adorned with 2 round pink sapphires in a 4 prong setting.
