Superselling on eBay
eBay is one of the Internet's best success stories. In essence, it's like a giant flea market/swap meet/auction all in one. You can sell very nearly anything on eBay (they draw the line at things like human body parts – and yes, people have tried to sell them on eBay!)

Millions of people shop on eBay every day. And thousands of people are making a good living by selling things on eBay: secondhand goods, crafts, kits, ebooks, and services. Are you a yard sale hound? Turn it into an eBay business. Do you love to do needlepoint? Sell the work you don't want to keep on eBay. Habitual dieter? Put together an ebook of diets that work, then sell the book on eBay.
Like any other home-based business opportunity, superselling on eBay requires you to do some homework. First, go out on eBay and look around. Get familiar with what people sell on eBay and how much things seem to go for. Read all of eBay's tutorials on successful selling; they have several, and they're all pretty good. And look at their partnerships; eBay's relationship with Paypal, for instance, may save you money.
Next, learn how to write good sales copy for eBay. It's not as hard as you think: the most important thing is to be honest and accurate. Whether you're selling a service or collectibles on eBay, think about what you'd like to know before buying. Keep it short; people won't give you a lot of time before going to the next eBay auction. And use bullets to list out features. eBay allows you to add pictures too, and you should if you can.

Lots of people make a good living selling stuff on eBay. Instead of asking how we do it, try selling things on eBay yourself. It will take you a little time, and you won't get rich quick, but with patience and hard work, you can make a living at home superselling on eBay.
