Hurricanes.
Hurricanes are tropical cyclones coming from oceans in particular regions near the equator. Majority of these hurricanes stem from the doldrums and lie in the middle of the north-east and south-east trade winds. Specifically, they take place in the South and Pacific oceans.

Hurricanes are comprised of high-velocity winds blowing around a low-pressure centre, called as the eye of the storm. From the storm’s edge to its centre, atmospheric pressure decreases abruptly and wind speed increases. The winds obtain maximum force at the point of lowest pressure.

Hurricane strength is rated from 1 to 5. Category 1 is the gentlest with winds of at least 74 miles per hour and category 5 being the strongest but most least to happen having winds that go more than 155 miles per hour. The inside of the eye of the storm is characterised with the absence of wind, lifted clouds but very violent seas.

A hurricane’s rate of travel varies depending as to where they originate. If the hurricane wind blows in the same direction as the general movement of the storm, the region subjected by it experiences the maximum destruction the hurricane can create.

Systems of prediction and detection of this natural phenomenon have been improved over the years. The damages and losses the hurricane can provide have significantly been lessened. To date the most recent hurricanes that cost much destruction in the US in 2005 were Hurricane Katrina, Hurricane Wilma and Hurricane Rita. The strongest hurricane recorded was Hurricane Gilbert that devastated Jamaica and some parts in Mexico in 1998.
