Lewis Carroll
Alice’s Adventures In Wonderland and Through the Looking Glass were both written by Charles Lutwidge Dodgson, an English mathematician, who by translating his first two names into Latin (Carolus lodovicus), came up with the familiar pseudonym, Lewis Carroll. 

Lewis Carroll was born on 26 January 1832. He was the eldest of 11 children of Reverend Charles Lutwidge and Frances Jane. He attended Rugby School from 1846 to 1850. Afterwards, he moved to Christ Church College, Oxford. He graduated in 1854, and remained there to lecture on math.  He took deacon’s orders in 1861 but he was never ordained a priest.
Lewis Carroll loved to take pictures and excelled at photographing children. One of his photographic subjects was Alice Liddell, one of the three daughters of the dean of Christ Church. Carroll doted on young Alice and would write stories for her. Once, when Henry Kingsley visited the Liddells, he chanced upon his stories and urged Carroll to have these published. In 1865, Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland was born.
Aside from Alice and Through the Looking Glass, Carroll also wrote The Hunting of the Snark (1876), which is considered to be the “longest and best sustained poem in the English language”. 

He also published The Game of Logic (1887) and The Symbolic Logic Part I (1896). These two books, however, were written not for children, but for fellow mathematicians. 

In January 1898, Carroll contracted a cold. It, however, developed into a chest problem and he sought the advice of a doctor. He was advised to rest, but breathing became increasingly more and more difficult. Finally, at 2:30 in the afternoon on 14 January 1898, Lewis Carroll died.

Lewis Caroll is credited for having introduced several of his nonsensical words in the English language. Chortle, a combination of the words “chuckle” and “snort” first appeared in the poem, “Jabberwocky”.
