The benefits of setting up a Trust Fund are multiple. It is, simply put, the safest way to protect both you and your loved ones from the financial uncertainties that lie ahead.

Trust Formation does not need to be a painstaking process at all. There are many different types of Trusts that you can set up with a variety of benefits and underlying safety mechanisms that one might not think of when times are good. However, all importantly have Wealth Management and Wealth Protection as their fundamental goals. The first and perhaps most important element is the tax efficiency of a Trust on a variety of counts: death tax, income tax, gift tax, capital gains tax, estate taxes and a host of other Government taxes, some of which may not have been introduced yet. Another hugely important element to a Trust is that it protects you and your loved ones from bad decision making, bad luck, dishonest associates and so on- as you will have appointed Trustees to overlook the Trust, who have a legal responsibility to protect the money and see that it is used only for what is mandated as per normal Asset Protection policies. For instance, if your daughter married a no-good gigolo and at a later date was getting divorced, any cash or assets held in Trust could not be counted in any part of any legal settlement. This is all part of Wealth Protection and Wealth Management. Another extremely important benefit to setting up a Trust is that, in case of death, the funds can be distributed to the beneficiaries without delay or the need for a costly probate process. A Trust is also protected from political changes- such as changes to Inheritance Laws in your domiciled country of choice or, even more drastic circumstances involving revolution or upheaval. Just because you reside in a particular country does not mean that this is where the Trusts needs to be set up. It remains a separate financial entity, even from yourself!

Financially, there is no safer way of saving your money in the long-term and preserving your

capital, than by setting up a Trust Fund. By its very nature, a Trust is built to weather bad times,

such as economic downturns and falling equity markets. In other words, by putting your money

into a Trust Portfolio Management, you are able to gain peace of mind- knowing that your capital is being looked after in a conservative manner and not subject to the everyday ups and downs of Wall Street.
