Acapulco

A city full of scenic bays, Acapulco has managed to maintain its popularity since the 1950s, when famous personalities would flock to its beaches and enclaves for a honeymoon or a quick getaway. Its popularity can be attributed to its temperate climate, warm waters, and perennial sunshine. What’s more, even with the number of tourists that flock to this city, it has been able to keep its coasts clean, due to a multimillion-dollar beautification program that is renewed every year.

Attractions

Centro Internacional de Convivencia Infantil, or CICI, is a water park that showcases sea mammal shows and offers water toboggan rides and wave pools to its guests.

Another source of amusement is the La Quebrada clavadistas, or cliff divers. They perform diving shows from heights of 25-35m.

For a trek of the Mexican wilderness, Laguna de Tres Palos is your best bet. It houses vast tropical vegetation as well as numerous wildlife, most notably, nesting birds.

For beach aficionados, Pie de la Cuesta is for you. Its claim to fame are the two bodies of water that surround it—saltwater ocean on one side and freshwater Laguna de Coyuca on another. Swimming in Pie de la Cuesta is dangerous due to the tides and waves. Laguna de Coyuca is a much safer swimming option.

Nightlife

Acapulco values its nightlife. To prove this, its bars and discos stay open the entire year—all 365 days of it--and stays open until the people clear out. You can expect big-name acts from the US to perform in some of the bars, but theater shows and classical music are very rare.

Dining

The choices of cuisine offered are quite extensive; you can even try a different cuisine every night. There are eateries along the Costera Miguel Alemán, and it is not strange to find places that offer burgers and ribs. Meals can cost you up to $60, and restaurants are usually open for lunch and dinner.
