Treasure Island

Overview

A charming island city with a small town atmosphere, Treasure Island off the coast of Florida is a haven for travelers looking to commune with nature and simply enjoy the beach. With a local population below 8,000, the whole island takes up less than 14 square kilometers—70% of which is seawater.
Attractions

Treasure Island is mostly a resort community, featuring some of the whitest beaches in all of Florida. A paved mile-long walkway along the sand offers a relaxing stroll. On the beach, jet skis for rent let you experience the thrills of jumping across waves while going at top speed. For golfers, the Treasure Island Golf, Tennis & Recreation Center has an award-winning 9-hole par-3 golf course surrounded by the waterway. The resort also has clay and asphalt tennis courts as well as one beach volleyball court.
Nightlife

The island features what is locally known as the world’s longest waterfront bar, Gator’s Café & Saloon where live bands perform almost every night. Live concerts are also performed regularly at the Treasure Island Community Center from November until April. Admission is usually free. Another popular local attraction is the regular bluegrass music concert in Treasure Island Park. Although taking place during the afternoon, the crowds usually converge afterwards at the local bars to continue the party and the good vibes.
Dining

Treasure Island boasts of a number of excellent restaurants, with a diverse selection of cuisine to choose from. Outdoor seating and Mediterranean-inspired menus are popular, although you can also find either a Chinese or Italian restaurant if that suits your mood. Average price for meals is around $20 per head.
