New York Medical College - School of Health Sciences and Practice and Institute of Public Health
New York Medical College, founded in 1860, is a health science university in the Catholic tradition. Its School of Health Sciences and Practice and Institute of Public Health is known for its online programs as well as afternoon and evening classes, making for great choices in terms of flexibility. 
Current online programs available at the School of Health Sciences and Practice and Institute of Public Health include Graduate Certificate Programs in Global Health and in Emergency Preparedness, and a  Master of Public Health (MPH) in Health Policy and Management.
Admission requirements for online graduate certificate programs include a completed application form, official transcripts, two recommendations, and a personal statement. Admission requirements to the online MPH in Health Policy and Management program includes all the requirements above plus a non-refundable fee on $50, minimum GPA of 3.0, and resume. International students are also required to submit proof of English proficiency.
Tuition for all the online programs is $790 per credit hour. The online Masters of Public Health Program tuition is the same for part-time students and $18,170 per year for full-time students.
Financial aid is available for online students of the New York Medical College, granted that the student is a US citizen and permanent resident, and that the student is taking more than 6 credit per semester.
New York Medical College is accredited by the Middle States Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools. All of the online public health programs of the School of Health Sciences and Practice are also accredited by the Council on Education for Public Health (CEPH).
New York University
New York University (NYU), established in 1831, holds the distinction of being the largest private, nonprofit institution of higher education in the United States. It is among the top ranked universities in the country and is in fact considered to be one of the "New Ivies".
NYU's School of Continuing and Professional Studies offers a wide variety of completely online graduate, undergraduate, continuing education, and professional certificate programs.
For online undergraduate program's students have the option of completing a degree completely online or taking online courses with existing programs. Completely online undergraduate programs are Bachelor's degree programs in Social Sciences and Leadership and Management Studies.
For online graduate programs, students have a choice of completing a Masters degree completely online or going for a graduate certificate program. Online Masters programs available are MS in Human Resource Management and Development and MS in Management and Systems.
Online Continuing Education and Professional Certificate programs include Certificate programs in Translation, Financial Planning, and Screenwriting. There's also a whole slew of online courses covering topics from Arabic to English Translation and Basic Project Management.
Admissions for online undergraduate and graduate programs can be processed online. Just complete the online application form and submit by uploading required documents such as resume and personal statement, unofficial copies of transcripts and test score reports (if applicable). Applicants for continuing education programs need only pass and admissions test (if applicable) and register on the web, phone or fax for the online courses early to ensure course availability.
Tuition for Undergraduate programs at NYC is approximately $11,587 for full-time students. For detailed tuition and fees for all online programs, contact NYC-SCPS Online's Admissions Office. Financial aid is available to eligible students of NYC's online programs.
Northcentral University
Northcentral University is a fully online university that was founded in 1996. It has the distinction of being the first 100% online university to offer accredited Doctoral degrees and is one of only 8 schools in the whole world to that is accredited by the by the Association of Collegiate Business Schools and Programs (ACBSP). Aside from that, all programs at Northcentral University is accredited by The Higher Learning Commission and a member of the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools.
Northcentral university offers all of its online programs through their School of Business and Technology Management, School of Education, and School of Behavioral and Health Sciences. Currently there are 8 online Bachelors degree programs,31 Master degree programs, and 64 Doctoral degree programs available in under the three schools. All of the online programs feature a faculty mentored approach, flexible monthly start dates, and no residency requirements.
The admissions process at Northcentral University is straightforward, requiring applicants to complete an online application form, pay the application fee, and submit official transcripts. As soon as these requirements are received by Northcentral, the admission process only takes about 30 days, after which the Admissions Office will contact the applicant on whether he passed or not.
Tuition at Northcentral University is $335 per credit for online undergraduate programs, $370 to $560 per credit for online Master's degree programs, $600 for online Doctoral degree programs and Certificate of Advanced Graduate Studies. This does not include other fees such as annual tech fees and registration fees per course.
Financial aid is available at the university in the form of Federal Aid, Military Tuition Assistance, Employer Tuition Assistance, and flexible payment plans.
Northeastern University
Northeastern University, founded in 1898, is best known as an experiential research university. It is a top ranked university that offers more than 70 undergraduate and graduate programs through its online arm, Northeastern University Online.
Northeastern University Online offers both completely online programs and blended courses. It also offers fast-track programs, with 18-month degree completion programs in Management, Health Management, and Leadership, and 12-month Master's degree programs in Leadership, Project Management, Technology Commercialization, and  Corporate and Organizational Communications. It also currently offers two online Doctoral degree programs, namely the Transitional Doctor of Physical Therapy and Doctor of Education. Note though that the Doctor of Education program is offered in a hybrid program with a required one to two week summer residency. There's also a good number of choices of online professional certificate programs ranging from Biopharmaceutical Domestic Regulatory Affairs to Construction Management.
Admission requirements at Northeastern University Online include the submission of the application form and recommendation letters online, and submission of transcripts via snail mail.
Tuition for online programs vary per college and degree program. For undergraduate programs, including the fast-track program, tuition is $316 per quarter hour. For Master's degree programs it varies from $418 to $524 per quarter hour. For the Doctor of Education program the tuition is $482 per quarter hour. Online professional development tuition is $3099 (non-credit) or $3665
(credit) per course.
Financial aid is available to US citizens in the form of Federal aid and supplemental loans. Northeastern University Online also grants scholarships to both US citizens and international students, with a special International Scholars Award given to eligible students.
Northeastern University is accredited by the New England Association of Schools and Colleges, Inc. (NEASC).
Northwestern College
Northwestern College, formally known as Northwestern Business College, is a private, degree-granting institution of higher education in Chicago, Illinois that was founded in 1902. It is not to be confused with the Northwestern College of Iowa, which is a tier 1 college currently ranked number 9 for Best Colleges in the Midwest. Nevertheless, Northwestern Business College can hold its own and is in fact regionally accredited by the Higher Learning Commission and is a member of the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools. 
Northwestern Business College is known for its online arm, called the Northwestern College Virtual Campus or Northwestern Online. The virtual campus offers fully online programs. Online classes are handled by experience instructors and class sizes are kept small. This can be testified by the mostly positive reviews coming from past and present students, especially when it comes to interaction and support of the faculty. Currently, online programs offered by the Northwestern College Virtual Campus are undergraduate degree programs in Business Administration, Criminal Justice, and Health Information Technology (HIT). The online Business Administration degree program offers three specializations, including Human Resources, Marketing and Sales, and General Emphasis.
Admission requirements for online programs Northwestern College Virtual Campus differs for each program. It is advised that interested applicants contact their Admissions Representatives for detailed program requirements, as well as tuition and rates.
Financial aid is available to online students of Northwestern College in the form of Federal Aid and scholarships. In fact, there are about 16 scholarships available to students, with some being need-based and most of the other being merit-based.
